Milk Fever - Gateway Disease

Cows calving in the Autumn on grass have a high
risk of contracting Milk Fever (clinical and sub-clinical).

Milk Fever is known as a gateway disease which can
lead to other metabolic disorders such as retained
placenta and displaced abomasum.

This can create stress for the cow and days
open are longer leading to:

x  Later conception rate
x  Reduced peak milk yield
x  Reduced overall lactation yield

Solution

The key to minimising metabolic disorders is to
supply adequate levels of Magnesium, Vitamin A
and E during the dry period in addition to reducing

the potash levels in the cows diet
(through restricted grazing).

To ensure the best results the above program should be
implemented 3 -4 weeks pre -calving.
